REPORT TO THE MAGISTRATE JUDGE
(Report 7)

In accordance with the settlement agreement between the third party and the City of
Philadelphia and the settlement between the parties in the above, captioned case, the Third Party
provides this bi-monthly report for the period of June 1, 2010 to July 31, 2010, on the status of
the third party’s polling place surveys. Copies of the surveys have been provided to all the
parties.

This report provides only a summary of the actual survey results. If the Court would like
further information, copies of the surveys can be provided as well.
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POLLING PLACES RE-LOCATED BY OTHERS

The polling locations for the following divisions have been changed by the City prior to
this report and are assumed to be accessible. The 3 Party did not perform a survey on these
new locations.

e Ward 43, Division 24 at the Lenfest Center, 3890 N. 10" St., is no longer a polling place.
